After lunch the Head 
Ranger for Wirral Countryside, 
Malcolm Ingham and the Senior 
Ranger for W.C.P James Locke took 
the judges on a tour of the park 

pointing out many of the areas where 
improvements had recently bee made. 
After the visit, came the long wait. It 
would not be until July that the 
results would be known.

On the 4th July we were informed that 
for the second year in succession 
Wirral Country Park had been awarded
the coveted Green Flag Award. 
The news was greeted at the park with 
jubilation and is seen as recognition for 
all the hard work and effort that had
been put in over the last year, not only 
by the Rangers and staff at the park,
but also by the dedicated team working 
at our head quarters to secure the grant 
that enabled us to upgrade the Wirral 
Way and improve many of the parks 
facilities. Credit also goes to the 
Friends Group who have worked 
steadfastly to promote the park over 
the last few years.  All of these people 
working together have secured the 
second Green Flag Award for the park. 
It was therefore fitting that one of the 
friends of Wirral Country Park, Sandy 
Cameron travelled to Bournemouth to 
receive the award in late July.
